12 million acres of land been destroyed, but 
the poor animals who live in these 
environments have also been affected. So 
far, 480 million animals have died in these 
fires and the numbers are still raising. In 
December, the smoke in Sydney was so bad 
that air quality measured 11 times the 
"hazardous" level. Many have been left 
homeless after more than 1,300 homes have 
been destroyed. To help this ongoing issue, 
donate to the Australian Red Cross Disaster 
Recovery and Relief, Salvation Army 
Disaster Appeal, or many other charities 
attempting to help Australia and its 
ecosystem.
